Our Lady of Mount Carmel i 16 July

Hermits lived on Mount Carmel near the Fountain of Elijah (northern

Israel) in the 12th century. They had a chapel dedicated to Our Lady. By

the 13th century they became known as 0B
Mount Carmel 6 and honoured Our Lady in the
In 1726 the feast of Our Lady of Mount Carmel became a celebration of

the universal Church. Carmelites (priests, nuns, and others associated

with the Carmelite order) see themselves as specially related to Mary.

Their great saints and theologians have promoted devotion to her and

often championed the mystery of her Immaculate Conception. There is

a tradition that the Virgin appeared to St Simon Stock, a leader of the

Carmelites, and gave him a scapular, telling him to promote devotion to

it. The scapular, a small piece of material, is a modified version of

Maryds own gar ment . It symbolizes her spec
wearers to consecrate themselves to her in a special way. The scapular

reminds us of the gospel call to prayer and penaiiden whi ch Mar yds
example stands out powerfully across the centuries.
